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Setting Realistic Goals
Setting a realistic goal for your crowdfunding project is important. If you reach your goal, donors will be more likely to support your team again in the future. In addition, it leaves your donors feeling like they had an active role in bringing your project to life. It is always better to start with a lower goal and to create stretch goals to keep the momentum up during your month-long campaign.
